Pilate and begged Luk_23_52 # This [man] went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus.

Pilate and begged Mat_27_58 # He went to Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded 
the body to be delivered.

Pilate and craved Mar_15_43 # Joseph of Arimathaea, an honourable counsellor, which also waited for the 
kingdom of God, came, and went in boldly unto Pilate, and craved the body of Jesus.

Pilate and Herod Luk_23_12 # And the same day Pilate and Herod were made friends together: for before 
they were at enmity between themselves.

Pilate answered Am Joh_18_35 # Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests have
delivered thee unto me: what hast thou done?

Pilate answered and Mar_15_12 # And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will ye then that I 
shall do [unto him] whom ye call the King of the Jews?

Pilate answered them Mar_15_09 # But Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that I release unto you the 
King of the Jews?

Pilate answered What Joh_19_22 # Pilate answered, What I have written I have written.

Pilate asked him Luk_23_03 # And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he 
answered him and said, Thou sayest [it].

Pilate asked him Mar_15_02 # And Pilate asked him, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answering said
unto him, Thou sayest [it].

Pilate entered into Joh_18_33 # Then Pilate entered into the judgment hall again, and called Jesus, and said
unto him, Art thou the King of the Jews?

Pilate gave him Joh_19_38 # And after this Joseph of Arimathaea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for 
fear of the Jews, besought Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus: and Pilate gave [him] leave. He 
came therefore, and took the body of Jesus.

Pilate gave sentence Luk_23_24 # And Pilate gave sentence that it should be as they required.

Pilate had mingled Luk_13_01 # There were present at that season some that told him of the Galilaeans, 
whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sacrifices.

Pilate said unto Mat_27_17 # Therefore when they were gathered together, Pilate said unto them, Whom 
will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus which is called Christ?

Pilate said unto Mat_27_65 # Pilate said unto them, Ye have a watch: go your way, make [it] as sure as ye 
can.

Pilate saith unto Joh_18_38 # Pilate saith unto him, What is truth? And when he had said this, he went out 
again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in him no fault [at all].

Pilate saith unto Joh_19_05 # Then came Jesus forth, wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple robe. 
And [Pilate] saith unto them, Behold the man!

Pilate saith unto Joh_19_06 # When the chief priests therefore and officers saw him, they cried out, saying, 
Crucify [him], crucify [him]. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye him, and crucify [him]: for I find no fault in 
him.

Pilate saith unto Joh_19_15 # But they cried out, Away with [him], away with [him], crucify him. Pilate 
saith unto them, Shall I crucify your King?
