strange nation he Exo_21_08 # If she please not her master, who hath betrothed her to himself, then shall 
he let her be redeemed: to sell her unto a strange nation he shall have no power, seeing he hath dealt 
deceitfully with her.

strange punishment to Job_31_03 # [Is] not destruction to the wicked? and a strange [punishment] to the 
workers of iniquity?

strange slips Isa_17_10 # Because thou hast forgotten the God of thy salvation, and hast not been mindful of
the rock of thy strength, therefore shalt thou plant pleasant plants, and shalt set it with strange slips:

strange speech and Eze_03_05 # For thou [art] not sent to a people of a strange speech and of an hard 
language, [but] to the house of Israel;

strange speech and Eze_03_06 # Not to many people of a strange speech and of an hard language, whose 
words thou canst not understand. Surely, had I sent thee to them, they would have hearkened unto thee.

strange that ye 1Pe_04_04 # Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with [them] to the same excess of 
riot, speaking evil of [you]:

strange thing happened 1Pe_04_12 # Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try 
you, as though some strange thing happened unto you:



strange thing Hos_08_12 # I have written to him the great things of my law, [but] they were counted as a 
strange thing.

strange things to Act_17_20 # For thou bringest certain strange things to our ears: we would know 
therefore what these things mean.

strange things to Luk_05_26 # And they were all amazed, and they glorified God, and were filled with fear, 
saying, We have seen strange things to day.

strange to me Job_19_03 # These ten times have ye reproached me: ye are not ashamed [that] ye make 
yourselves strange to me.

strange to my Job_19_17 # My breath is strange to my wife, though I entreated for the children's [sake] of 
mine own body.

strange women and Pro_23_33 # Thine eyes shall behold strange women, and thine heart shall utter 
perverse things.

strange women is Pro_22_14 # The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of the 
LORD shall fall therein.

strange women together 1Ki_11_01 # But king Solomon loved many strange women, together with the 
daughter of Pharaoh, women of the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians, [and] Hittites;

strange work and Isa_28_21 # For the LORD shall rise up as [in] mount Perazim, he shall be wroth as [in] 
the valley of Gibeon, that he may do his work, his strange work; and bring to pass his act, his strange act.

hired servant, shall not eat [of] the holy thing.

maidservant may rest as well as thou. 

stranger Deu_10_18 He doth execute the judgment of the fatherless and widow, and loveth the {stranger}, 
in giving him food and raiment. 

stranger Deu_28_43 The {stranger} that [is] within thee shall get up above thee very high; and thou shalt 
come down very low. 

stranger Deu_29_22 So that the generation to come of your children that shall rise up after you, and the
